Cut great jump rings,
make consistent components, and move it all around with a pivot
crossbar. Learn how to twist wires together for coils or rings. A great
class to fine tune wirework and design skills.

Prerequisite: Beginning wirework class, familiarity with basic wire work,
and/or practice.

Students do not need their own coilers for class, but should bring
them if they have them.

Hinged Frame Cuff

Barb's latest design is a hybrid of her signature technique
and a vintage inspiration from Mom's jewelry box. This cuff
is wearable proof that creative engineering plus simple
tools equal incredible results! Learn to wind special wire
hinges, then stitch up a bangle with substance and motion.

Pivoting Pinwheel Chain

Combine technique and design in the construction of a detailed, movable chain
necklace. Learn a to weave a round, pinwheel bead component with small beads
and wire and how to turn it into a pendant. Discuss coiling and get an overview
on different tools. Cut great jump rings, turn beautifully matched loops, and
move it all with a pivot crossbar. Engineer a curve for optimized fit and comfortable
wear. A great class to fine tune wirework and design skills.

Prerequisite: Beginning wirework class, familiarity with basic wire work, and/or
practice.

wizardry.

Class Description:
Greek Math Beads

Archimedes was an early scholar who calculated the value of
Pi using the clever idea that circles are composed of short,
straight lines. Use right angle weave and Archimedean
geometry to create self-supporting, curvy, crystal “dot” beads.
Start with a simple base of 11°s, mix in 15°s, 3- and 4mm
crystals, and make round, bicone and spacer beads in endless
variations.

Intermediate Level: Students MUST be able to create a right
angle weave tube without assistance.

Wire Framed Pendants

Use a stitching technique and a wire grid to create non-traditional,
textured, sculptural focal pendants. These quilt-like sparklers are not
like any pendants you've ever made before, and they're surprisingly
simple to make. Get design insights, tips for finishing touches, and
leave class with a few new, unique jewelry creations.

Class Description:
Blazing Star Pendant

Looking for a pendant with presence? Start with a right angle
weave base, then cut loose with a couple different styles of
embellishment. The result: this amazing, blazing, Swarovski
crystal star pendant featuring bicones, rounds, and just a
sprinkling of seed beads.

Intermediate Level: Students MUST be able to create a right
angle weave tube without assistance.

Class Description:
Greek Math Mini Beads

These small, self-supported beads are the companions to the larger, more complex
Greek Math (formerly Archimedes) Beads. Minis use the same idea of creating
round beads by using simple geometry. Dress Minis up with different sizes of seed
beads, embellishment, and crystal bicones. Learn several beads and spacers that
utilize similar structures to create a wide variety of beaded beads.

Intermediate Level: Students MUST be able to create a right angle weave tube
without assistance.

Class Description:
Spinning Rivet Ring

Create a right angle weave ring that literally puts a spin in
your beadwork! This fun little ring is comprised of a mobile
crystal focal piece and a riveted, embellished band. These
innovative components mix the detailed beauty of stitched
beadwork with metalsmith-inspired movement and
engineering.

Intermediate Level: Students MUST be able to create a
right angle weave loop without assistance.

Class Running Time: 6 hours



Class Description:
Butterfly Hinge Chain

This bracelet takes flight with a handmade hinge finding! Coil, weave
and wrap butterfly hinges, then scroll heavy wire for lacy “wings”.
Transform a few basic findings, a splash of beads for color, wire and more
wire into a textured, scrolled and elegantly articulated bracelet.

Intermediate Level: Students should know how to wire wrap, make a
spiral, coil, and how to open and close jump rings. Students will be
expected to make a coil before class on a mandrel (provided by the
instructor).

Dog Bone Chain

Turn a basic link into something a little more. Combine fundamental wire
links with a few special tricks for a textural treat.

Class Description:
Sweet Suite of Earrings

Style yourself a group of dangly earrings that feature great shapes,
dynamic movement and splashy color! The Sunspot, Boa, ChaCha
and Edison Drop integrate wirework with chain, jump rings and
findings. Shape, wind, wrap and coil with several different gauges
of wire. Making fine silver ear wires and headpins will be discussed,
along with finishing, polishing and design variations.

Intermediate Level: Students must be able to wire wrap and
properly open and close jump rings.

Class Description:
Highway Chain

Bust out those strange tiered coiling pliers for this chain!
Create a flexible bangle that rolls around the wrist with ease,
with a dotted center of beads framed by silver coils and lines.
A production approach makes the most of creative time and
provides beautiful, consistent results.

Intermediate Level: Students should be able to coil and
wire wrap.

Class Description:
Woven Mariposa

Engineering and freeform sculpture merge in the creation of an incredible
butterfly pendant. Working with an ordered sequence of ideas, guidelines
and sizes, students will create one-of-a-kind butterflies inspired by the real
thing or the imagination. The light, hand-woven filigree wings move,
making it as fun to play with as it is to wear. Beads add dynamic color, and
an architecturally-inspired bail attaches the pendant to a chain to finish.
Amaze yourself!

Intermediate Level: Students know how to turn a round loop, make a
spiral, and be comfortable working with heavy and light gauge wire

Class Running Time: 6 hours
